To apply I-Ching correctly, one must ask a specific question—the more 

specific and uncomplicated, the more accurate and easy to interpret the 

outcome. While thinking of the question, one tosses 3 I-Ching coins 6 

times to produce a hexagram of yin and yang lines. Interpretation of the 

hexagram is based on the fundamental laws of Chinese metaphysics—Yin 

and Yang and the 5 elements of Earth, Metal, Water, Wood and Fire. As 

such, anyone who has studied Feng Shui and Four Pillars (Ba Tze) or 

other Chinese metaphysic practices will be familiar with the I-Ching. The 

hexagrams developed are the same contained in the popular Bagwa mir-

ror and form the foundation of all Chinese metaphysics. While most prac-

titioners in Australia will not offer I-Ching, I offer it when requested in 

my Four Pillars of Destiny (Chinese Astrology) consultations.
